But I am leav­
ing this for the pastors to do and I sp-enct 
my time on the mission territory each 
Lord's Day. I have visit,ed mor-e than thirty 
Associa,tions to date. I am gratifi-e,d at th-e 

so far our rn,ceipts for that f,eature of the 
work have be,en ins}gnificant. Larg,e sums 
.must come to us ~n the n•ext thirty days. If 
ill hands will work our empty tr,easury will 
be filled and our ,bills will all he met. 

We b-es-eech pasrtors, chur.cl1es, Sunday 
Schools, B. Y. P. U.'s, W. M. U.'s, and all 
our friends to s-tress the claims of State 
work and hasten the .funds to us. Our 
force must re.double their diliigence in gath­
ering in funds. 

Let every church and Sunday School in 
the ,State ta~e :a ·conection before the end 
of our fiscal year.

wealth. Loyalty to Christ and loyalty to 
our State demarud that our work have a 
larger place in the h-eart of th-e av-erage 
Kentuckian. Fairness to State M:ssions d-e­
mauds that our pastors and churches com-e 
nobly to our aid at this p,eriod. 

I know that many are waiting for th-e 
closing days to s-end in their off.erings. Many 
wise pastors ar-e laying th,eir foundaEons 
broad and d€-ep so as to coUect during Oc­
tober an a-mounit co.mm,ensurate with our 
needs and the abHiti-es of th-e church mem­
bership. This will aocornplis.h gr-eat good. 

Our Sunday School work is highly grati­

A little at­
t-ention an,d effo11t on the part of th,e wis-e 
pastor and the far-s-e-eirug sup-erintend,ent 
will bring us th-e amount ne,e-ded to c,ver 
our d-eficit. Brethr-en hurry on· the funds 
for the support of our Sunday School work. 

Many p,eople who claim th-ey can give 
but littl-e or nothing for missions are ready 
to sp-end mon-ey lavis.hly wh-en a memb-er 
of th-e family di-es.

Sev,eral churches pledged large amounts 
to our State work at the last Gen-eral As­
sociation. A Pr-es,byteriam church led off 
with an off,er of $500 and every thre,e 
months we rec-eive a ch-eek for $125. S,ev­
eral of our Kentucky churches are amply 
able to give $1,000 to State Missions. 
· Beloved, th,e Master's ey,e r-ests on you 

in thes,e strenuous days. Will you prove 
to be an asset or a liability? Which side 
of the 1-edg-er shall we plac,e you? 

Ther-e s-e,ems to he less friction among 
Kentucky Baptists and we confid-ently ex­
pect them to win a ,great vi,ctol'Y by Ooto•ber 
31st. Will you help? 

T,ithing, r-eader, will bring you the re­
wards of economy and prosp,erity. It takes 
you from the bankrupt lis,t. I have n-ever 
found a tither who did not hav-e some mon,ey 
for too Lord's work. 'Tithing wiil certainly 
solve the financial probl,ems of tb,e church. 
"Th-ese ye ought to have done and not to 
have left the other undon-e."

W-e ar,e highly gratifi-ed at the spiritual 
results of our State work. Vve ar-e aware 
tnat oft-en it's impossible to ta.bulate all the 
work which one has don,e. One of our 
wor~ers, receiving $20 a month, r-epo-rts 635 
pastoral visits, eight ,conversions, eight 
baptisms. tw-enty-ifour additions by letter 
and $1,600 raised for a new hous,e of wor­
ship. Anoth,e-r worker -repo·rts thirty-thr£e 
conv,ersions and thirty-five baptisms. An­
other r,e,ports 125 conversions. On-e of our 
co1porters has made 2,441 visits, has had 
207 conversions, 170 baptisms and ·has built 
two church-hous,es. He •re,c•eiv-es less than 
$20 per month. On-e of our worthy mis­
sionaries reports sixty conv,ersions, forty­
ei,ght baptisms, $1,600 rais,ed for the build­
ing of a parsonag-e. Another .noble mission­
ary h&s rais-ed $720 for church building and 
is now constructing a hous,e that will cost 
$4,500. Our misionary among the Germans 
r-e•ports thirte-en conv-ersions, nin-e baptisms 
and nin·e added by lett-er. One of our no­
ble missionari-es r,epo-rts fifty-five conver­
si'Ons, forty-s,ev-en baptisms, twenty-two add­
ed by i,ett,er, $532 raised on debt, 597 pas­
toral visits mad-e. 

One of our miss,ionary pastors in the 
mountains reports fifty--eigiht conv€rsions 
and fifty-five baptisms. Of cours-e non€ of 
tb,es,e are for the €ntir,e y,ear. Some of our 
workers have disaippoint€,d us in th€ amount 
of labor performed and in th€ rnsults that 
hav,e b-e,en obtain-ed. But no doubt th-ere are 
many ,extenuating circumstances in these 
cas,es which ar-e known to th€ Lord of the 
Harv-est. 

North Carolina has about the same num­
b-er of Baptists as K,entucky and is more 
or less in the s·ame cat€gory with us. They 
hav,e som-e $40,000 to rais,e for Stafo Mis­
sions this month, Bro. McConnell, of Tex­
as, wri:€s me that he must have $105,000 
for the same work. Truly Kentucky Bap­
tists will send us $20,000. We are seek­
irug clos•e relations with th€ pasto,rs and 
chu!'ch-es. They are our hop€ and stay.

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THE DEDICATION OF LOUSIA BAPTIST 
CHURCH. 

Sunday. September 17th, was an ideal 
tlar. It will be a memorable one for the 
saints in Louisa. I le1ctured on Satul.'day 
night to a full hous,e on "My E:x;periences 
in :uexico." 

Sunday morning at the clos,e of Sunday 
School we assembl-ed the building committe,e 
and the leading memb1ws in one of the 
class rooms. I made them a he,art to heart 
talk about the money that was to be raised. 
Then I asked each one to ask God what he 
or she should g;ive. It was a precious sea­
son. The house is built of concrete blocks. 
There is a larg,e auditorium with beautiful 
windows. Adj-oining are Sunday Sichool 
rooms, all of w.Mch can be opi:med into the 
auditorium. 

Several ,efforts had b-e-en made to buiJ.d 
a church. Thre,e tim,es th,e material had 
been on the ,groun,d and thiey failed for the 
want of suitable lead-er.ship. About a year 
ago, Bro. F. Hardin wrnte me that the 
church at Louisa had call,ed him and that 
he believ,ed he C'Ou1d build the ohu11ch. His 
success has be-en marvelous and the build­
ing will ev,er stand as a monument of hi.s 
undaunted courage. 

Bro. Barn•e'S drew the plans for the beau­
tiful structur,e and has worked heroically 
until it was finished. This maJr-es four 
churches in the Big Sandy Valliey tha,t Bro. 
Barnes has worked on. His services have 
been greatly !!ippreciated. 

\Yh,en I informed the congr,eg,ation on last 
Sunday morning tnat $2,400 was n€€d,ed to 
clear the church of present in,debtedn-ess 
no one s•eemed to think iJt •could b,e raised, 
finally two citizens of the towi11, neith,er of 
them members of the chu11ch took hold of 
the matt-er heroicall,y and wihen w,e !!idjourn­
ed for dinn,er, de,e·p spirituality p,ervad,ed 
the congregation and $1,400 had b,e,en s,e­
~nred. W,e re-ass-embled at three. Contri­
butions b,egan to come to us befor,e the ser-
1•ice had begun. For nearly threie quar­
ters of an hour we wer,e kept busy receiv'­
ing amounts. Enthusiasm ran htgh. I have 
seldom seen it surpass,ed. The amount wa~ 
all raised and ev-erybody was happy. Bro. 
Barnes th-en preached the s,ermon and Bro. 

Hardin offered the dedicatory pray-er. 
I peached at night and we had a great 

tilme. One was rec,eiv,ed for baptism and 
one by lette•r. Baptist stock in Louisa has 
ris~m one hundre-d p,er cei11t. Bro. Hardin 
has r,esigned an,d this offers a fine fi,eld to 
the right man.

Th,ey hielped to organiz,e th-e G-eneral 
Association nearly threie quarters of a cen­
tury ago. 

S,evern's Valley Association gave us a pa­
tient h,earing and I feel that th,ey will b-ear 
a royal part in ,enaibling us to moot our 
obligations.

It 
is dishonest to take funds .given flor mis­
sions and benevolence and apply them to 
current expenses, pastor's salary or any 
other expense of the ohurch.

No11mal Diplomas and also in the number 
of Blue Seals. You will nottce that we 
have climbed from the seventh place in the 
number of Conv,ention Normal Di,plomas in­
to the first place. This is very gratifying 
indee,d and shouid make the hearts of every 
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one o-f our Kntucky Baptists r-eJ01ce. 
Enrollments are coming iin fast. We en­

rolled 11£:arly 200 durilllg the month of 
September, who are taking up the Con­
vention Normal Manual, or s,ome oth•er book 
in the teacher training course. We want 
the names of every person for record here 
in our office w,ho is now studying the Man­
ual or any other book or any who will take 
up any of the books. Of couiise the Manual 
is the first book to take. W,e are ke-eping 
a copy of these re,col'.d:s in our office here.

.pres,ent the wurik and 011ganize classes. 1 
am sure that we would be very much h11-
mrnate,d to be dislodged from our present 
place at the head of the list. So let us 
join hands and enroll 1,000 ,during the month 
of October. There are about 10,000 Sunday 
School teachel's an:d officers in the State 
a.nd we ought not be satis1fi,e,d until every 
one of them holds not only a Convention 
Ko11mal Diploma, but a Blue Seal Diploma. 

Rev. J. M. Roddy, of M,i,ddle51boro, grad­
uated the first Sunday night in September, 
a class of sixty-one.

·we had the pleasur-e, recently, of deliv­
ering the diplomas to a class of s,ixt-e-en. in 
the Baptist church, at Kevil. Rev. Wallace 

Wear is th,e ,pastor of the church and taught 
the class. He had some from others of his 
country -churches who di,d th,e work. Sev­
eral oth-ers who are taking the course will 
compl-ete it ,soon. At th,e conclusion of the 
exe'vcis,es and on behalf of the class, the 
writer pres,enood Bro. W-ear a beautiful 
diamond stick-pin in appreciation a.f his 
faithful and earn-est efforts in 1-eadin,g his 
teachers and workers into a more effici,ent 
s,ervi,ee for th,e Lord. Bro. Wear is on,e 
of the most ,aggressive paS1tors in the State 
and the work in his field is und,ergoing a 
revolution. Great progress is being made, 
not only in this church but in ,every on,e 
of his churiches. He lives in his own home 
and has one of the fines,t fie,J.ds in th,e State.

State Missions. is for this month as well 
as in S,eiptember, a main object of our pray­
ers and gifts, that we may present a 
worthry report at our Annual Meeting, at 
Paducah, November 15. Do you doubt the 
need of large -offerings for this cause? 
Then read Dr. Powell's fervent appeals in 
ot•her columns of this paper, and in our 
other religious papers.. Many places in our 
own State are calling upon us for pastors, 
for help in sustaining Sunday Schools, or 
for building meeting houses. Our woman's 
mission societies h-ave always respond-ed no­
bly to such calls, and let them not fail us 
now. A recent article by V. I. Masters, the 
gifted Editorial Secretary of the Home Mis­
sion Board in Atlanta, tells of traveling 
throug,h the mountains of southwest Virgin­
ia, attending their As,sociations, amd he 

bears strong testimony to the fa.ith and zeal 
of the mountain prea,chers. One of them 
who only received $12.50 for a year's sa1• 

ary from two churches, gave five dollars 
for the mountain s•chool in his As,sociatioII. 
Those who say and h,eard some of our Ken­
tucky mission prea,chers at tbe Gen,eral As­
sociation were iimpressed with t•heir devo­
tion ,and consecration to their work, and 
res,oived to stand by them with money as 
weH as with voice and pen, as they labor 
to bring men to a knowle,dge of our Lord 
and Saviour, Jesus Christ. 

Meantime, we must not n-eglect our con­
tmbutiorrs to Foreign Missions, or to tue 
work of our Home Board, 'n which we are 
far ,behind what we are ex,pe,cted to give. 
The subject for study in October is a World 
Survey of Mis1si-ons, which will reveal more 
clearly the many, many fields that are ripe 
for the harvest, and waiting for the reapers 
that we must send. The debt upon the 
Foreign Boa11d has maide it impossible for 
new missionari,es to go out, y-e.t many are 
waiting to go, and everywhere r-ecruits are 
needed. We should rally our forces and 
brirug in new memJb,ers in this enlistment 
month, and bring every possible influence 
tu bear ion the effort to secure large sums 
for these Boards. 

The Sunday School Board, what are our 
duties to this branch -of our work? To 
s1pread the us,e of its lesson-papers, teacher, 
quarterlies, and the v.arious papers for chil­
dren. Nowhere ,can you find more interest­
ing and wholesome reading for our young 
people, adapt€d to their ca,pacity th€n in the 
different pa,pers, ''Th,e Child's Gem," "Bap­
ti.st Young Peo,ple," a,nd "Kind Words." 
T-here are historical and descriptive arti­
cles, good stories and missionary columns 
thiat are fasrcinatin~ reading for old and 
young. This Board is doing a great ser­
vice for the d,enomdnafron by promoting the 
study of Missions in our Sunday Schools. 
Let us heartily second their efforts to 
bring up the children ari,ght in this im­
rportant matter. True knowle-dge of the Bi­
ble is the best aid in implanting the mis­
sionary spirit. In this connection it maY 
be allowable to ,mention a new Bible book 
thia.t is just comirng out, and may be had 

from the booksellers for one dollar. Thos. 
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Nelson & Son are publishing "The Heart 
of the Bible," specially prepared for young 
people, parents and teaichers, by Ella 
Broadus Robertson. It tells the Bible stor­
ies in Bible language, with the necessary 
omissions, .making ;plain its one theme, 
"How God's world sinned against Him, yet 
He loved and saved it." The cl,ear arrange­
ment and explanatory headings make it at­
tractive to children, who will also like the 
large type and carefully selected pictures. 
It is hoped that many will o,e led to under­
stand the Bible bett-er, to love it more 
deeply, and to walk in its light. 

The Bible Work of the S. S. Board is 
the part .for whi>ch we are asked to give 
money and the v,ery smallness of the 
amount seems to make it hard to collect. 
One hundried dollars is all the societies of 
the whole State are asked for, to help give 
Bibles to the destitute, including the for­
eigners, who come into our ports.
