There needs to be a th01U.ghtful survey of 
the mission field at /home a,n:d ,a;broad 11,nd 
a serious study of the lack of interest in 
missions and ·the failure to adequatiely sup­
~rt it. 

The ca.uses that hinder must be eliminat­
ed and .the fllllid:s secured to maintain the 
work Uilldierta.ken and to follow the leading,s 
of Divine Providien,ce in entering new 
:fields. ,,;q 

We must inau,g.urate a oampaign of in·for­
mation ,an,d enlistment that will reach each 
ehurch and in,duoo them to a,ssume their 
proportionate share in the responsibility of 
evangelizing the world. 

It is in,dlis1pensa:ble that we have the im­
m-edirute and sym;pathetic co-operation or 
our oonstituency. Our missio,nary opera­
tions :demand such a plan of :financing the 
,work ais w.iill insure a stable ·and adequate 
income. We mnst 'be practical in •our ap­
portionments. They musrt be on t'he bas:us 
of Teasona:ble expectati.q,n in view of a:bility 
and previou,s giving. Educational and in­
spirational work must be maintained 
throu,gih the liv'.in,g voice and the printed 
.p.aige. 

ReV'. John E. Clough, D.D., who did such 
a remarkable work among the Tel:u-gus, was 
converted in low.a at ·a mLssion station, un­
•der the pre,a,ching of a State Missionary. 
'!\he iowa Baptist .State Convention was o ... 
,gani.zed in 1842. It attempted to do but 
rrittle work until 1845, for the want of ade­
quate ,funds. 

Th-e conwersion of Clou,gh under the 
;preacMng of a .State Missionary was a 
great' achievement. Truly State Mi-ssion 
work ,pays. It -presses to the lips ,of the 
,people •the CUI> of blessing where withering 
heresies .prevai,I. We owe our cordial and 
liberal support to this work, whioh i:s ba.ck­
ed ,by New Testament tea,c,hing. 

Reli,gtious ediucati-on ,can be most effiective-
1y pmmoted .by the 8-UD1diay S,chool. It is 
the church ':s most far-reaiching an,d . stable 
educational force. The rea_l efficiency of 
the school is largely ,dependent on the 

cb:aracter ·and training of its tea.ch-er fo•r%. 
The la.ck of ,qualified te·a,cher.s is one of the 
WleaJlresrt; -points in the church's religious 
education. Teachers must know the Bible 
and the best m,et'b:od,s of teaching. 

The res111lts have been surprising where 
our churches have ,procured the best books 
•availa'bl.e and onganired teacher trainin,g 
clas-ses. '!\he good effectS1 h:ave invaria·b!y 
been immediate and most ig,r.atifying. 

Our mission work in Kentucky needs en­
lar,geme,nt, unification, simplificati,on and 
increa.sed efficiency. 

T,he Northern States are coming rapidly 
to the idea o·f one Secretary to represent 
all mi:ssdon interests. All are a.greed that 
t'b.e a,p,portionment [s wi•se and effective, 
There is -a general c'lamor for pastors who 
are not natives to pay more heed to the 
,deman;dis of State Missions. These su•gg,es. 
tion·s •are all good for Kentucky. All ap­
peals for money should recognize State 
Missions as a vital -part of the .g,reat whole. 

Two of the .Statie .ong,anizations• of the 
North ,were formed prior to the 011ganization 
of the Foreign Mission Society in 1815. The 
American Baptist Pu!blication .Society was 
forme-d in 1824. Then t'here were three 
State organiazti.ons. When the Home Mis­
sion Society was onganized e:ig.ht years Ja. 
·ter there wiere •ten State organizations. 

Baptist State 011ganizations have had 
much to do with the life and groiwth of the 
denomin•ation. T,he neces•sary exipansion in 
denom1nati-Ona1 work must come as a result 
of State Missi-on effort. A large recognl• 
·tion of the importance of .State Missions ts 
both neediful and -desirable. 

The missfon work of the South is so vast 
in extent, SIO fmitfuI in results, and so 
fraught with potentialities for good to man­
Mnd that it is worthy of the best thought 
:and •deepes.t consideration of our B&ptllt 
people.

A PLEA FOR AFRICA. 

William D. Powell. 

Africa is a great continent and its import­
ance is made mani.fest by the struggles of 
the nat'ions of Europe to ob-tain a strong 
foothold the.re. The very fact that there 
has been large increase in the nuIDJber of 
traders by the .great com.mereial comipaniee, 
and the seizing of the most important -points 
bear silent witness of their estimate of t:he 
great advance to be ml!ide in the develop­
ment of the Dark Continent. The popula­
tion is between two aml three hundred mil­
Hon people. Mohammedanism prevails in 
the northern portion · of the co,untry and 
•hows 1r.emarkable aggressivenes1s in forcing 

itself upon the regions to the South. Voo­
,dooism or Fetishism, a kind of f,ear-wor­
ship, i:s th,e prevaili-ng ·b,elief. It ,contains 
no blessed hope for '1:!he futu.r,e and bears• no 
tid~ngs of God's in.finite love to sinful men. 
The story of God's love and grace .as ipro­
c1aim,e-d in the go.sp,el m,e,ets with a -r,emark­
able aoc,eptanoo on the p-amt of this .peopl-& 
who are y,et in the kinder,garten s•tate. 

The Northern Baptists have had s-ingular 
,s'IJJocess i,n th,eir mission work. Th,e Pres­
byt,eri,an -church d-id not .make much pro­
,g-ress while they lingieme,d 'in t,h,e coast 
towns. The debauchery and .gr,eed of for-­
ei;gn traders and the g.ross immoralities of 
the .average foreigner, all of whom are 
,cla-s·sed ,as representatives of Christianity, 
make it exoe,edingly ,difficult to make any 
illllJ)r,ession upon th,e m-inds of the nati;ves. 
T.h,ey are mooo disp,os,e,d to drink the ,rum 
and adopt the vices• which GodJess forei,gn­
,er.s are wont to impr-ess U!pon them. Sin,ce 
the P.resbyt,erians lb.ave move-d th,eir main 
sta:tion·s into th-e interior the'ir suc,ces,s dur­
ing the past ten years has been rema!'ka:ble. 

At on•e of our statio:n,s, they hav,e as many 
,as five thousand oommuniicants and at an­
other thr,ee ,thousan,d, p,o,ssibly some ten 
thousan-d all told. The natives -construct 
th,eir own house,s of worshi,p, they main­
tain the s1choo1s .and most of the native 
worker,s. They have -heen taught from the 
beginning to honor · God 'W'ith the~r sub­
stance and to make -sa:cri.:fioe,s for the ,exten­
sion of His killlgdom. The Disciples opened ' 
work on the Ubanzi Riv-er at Bolong,e, Lon­
ga, Lotu,mlba and Monieka. Tih,ey report 
two thousand .baptisans and are greatly en• 
courage,d in their work. In fact all d,enomi­
n-ations are having mwrk,ed succes,s in th,eir 
labors unlBl!s it be .Soutb,ern Baptists. It 
would be dishonoring to God and oura,elv,es 
to entertain for one moment tbie thought 
of either ,abandoning the field or turning 
over our work . and p,I'operty to the Ne,g:ro 
National Baptist Convention. 

It has been demonstrated that the Am-er­
ican N-egro l:!lbows no mooo power of r,esdst• 
ance to the trying climate than the white 
man. I am personally a,cquainted with mli,. 
sionari,es of ,diffeoont d-enominations who 
have labored in Africa from thirty to forty 
years. TJle Afriicans have more respect 
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fur a Cau,casion who conducts himself 
properly and W'ho is .really ,cap,able of lea•d• 
er.shi,p than ,they have for an Americ§'.n 
Negro. They are 1reported to be adepts in 
the matter of analyzing chara.c<ter on short 
a,cquaintarice. T,h,ey classify the strata 
from which one come'S•. ,S:lavery prevails 
throughout .th,e Continent and <they look 
with disdain upon the idea of an American 
Negro, who was once a slave, undertaking 
to •be a leader for them. :What we need 
to do tis to send large reinfoDooments o~ 
ou.r -stronge.s.t men and women, many of 
whom should be capable medical mission­
aries who have a burnin,g •desire to lead 
these ·savage sons of the forest into the 
knowledge of God's abiding love for Lost 
:men. 

The e•re,ction of places, of ,wor,ship is 1ess 
expensive than that of any · country knorwn 
to us. Moreover, the work can become 
selil¼u,p.l)Orting quicker than in ,any other 
country we have entered. 

I urge that we g,ive new con'Sideratio:O. 
to the wail that comes to us, from Africa's 
sunny ,clime, that we bewr in mind that 
-millions of men from our own and other 
lands are rus•hing to Afri.ca fur trade, for 
dia,moruds, for gold, and th.at we mu,st go 
to bear th,e tor-c:hli,g;ht of God 'SI eternal 
truth. We have too Iong negl.e,c1ed the 
claims which this great nation has upon 
us. 

We call upon all the work.ers and mem­
ber,s of our ,State Boa,rd of Mis•sions to 'IUl­

dertake to raise an offering for the Edu,ca­
tion Society on the third .and fourtib. Sllll­
day.s in thts month. We ou.ght to make 11\ii 
effor-t to as·sist th,em in raising the sum of 
ten .thousand doUars, which i:s n,.'eeded at 
once. We would he pleased to be informed 
how much i'S rai,sed by each worker and by 
each memlber of the State Board oif Mis­
,sfons so ,that we can publish the amount in 
the February number of the Mission Month­
ly.

EDUCATIONAL CENTER. 

Louis,ville is the t:heologi-cal educational 
center, the sun never tl'et:s on its graduaoos. 
American colleges, long ahead o-f England, 
now lead Germany. Dr. Tombo, of Colum­
bia University, shows that the American 
twenty-0n,e univers.ities have an enrollment 
of 75,000, as against 55,000 in the German 
institutions. The :foreign stu.dents in ~r­
many number 4,500 and in the United 
States, 1,500. Am.eri.can college·s are gain­
iil.ig every year, however. The largest for­
eign delegaUon in America is found at Co­
lumbia, rwith P.ennsylvania, Harvard and 
Cornell fo11owing in the order named. Take 
your Kentucky Baptist Educational Society 
offering. 
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"ABOUT THIRTY MINUTES." 

A young minister, when unexpectedly 
a,sked tci preach an annual sermon, turned 
to Mr. Spurgeon, the great pastor, and said, 
"M-r. Spurgeon, what shall I ,preach 
about?" He repJied quite promptly and 
wittily, '' About thirty minutes.'' 

Ever and anon we hear complaints that 
some missionary or some evangelist who 
is a good man and preaches a very good 
sermon, but there is too much of it. Our 
ministers s-hould not be over-sensitive in 
heeding suggestions that they limit their 
public deliverances to not more than thirty 
minutes. We must have regard for the 
wishes as well as the patience and endur­
e.nee of the congregatio.n. If a man feels 
that he has a message of an hour's length, 
he could deliver it in sections of thirty 
minutes at a time. It is unfair for a man 
to impaJr ·his usefulness and put himself 
and the cause at a disadvantage .simply be­
cause he wishes to be hard-headed in the 
matter of speaking at great length. '' A 
hint to the wise-" 

THE BAPTISTS AND EDUCATION. 

The BaiptisitFI of the Unite4 States have 
ten theological schools, ninety-three colleges 
and universities, and eighty-OIIJ8 secondary 
schools. These have 49,840 students en­
rolled; 8,849 with the ministry in view. 

It is evident that ithe Bl!,Ptist.s must main­
tain an abiding interest in education. We 
should ,have more Baptists :fi,guring in na­
tional affairs. 

The pa.st year 410 men were ordained to 
lhe Baptist mini.stry and 241 died, leav'lng a 
net ,gain of only 161. 261 churches were or. 
Pnized. We now have 49,768 l3a-ptist 
churches and 36,868 ordained ministers; ex• 
oess of cbiurcb.es, 14,881. Of the 86,868 Bap­
tist mini·srters a liberal estimate would _give 
118 only 26,000 in the pastorate; the othe_rs 
are se,cu'l!a.rized, engaging in educational or 
lecretarial work, or either drones or dead­
beadi,. We are certainly overJoaded with 
old horse baggage and it is evi,dent that 
these non-producers should either be put to 
lark or put out.
