The frien.d,s of temperance 
througihout the ,State should urge the mem­
bers of the Le,gi-slature to look well into 
thi,s matter.

The 
book -of Jo·nah is a plea for world-wid,e Mts­
sioll's. 

The promise to Abraiham an.d the exp11es­
,sion of ;prophet after pro,phet goes to sho,w 
God's -coll!cern for the lost wherev,er they­
may be found. Tl:;L,e firs1t Mis,sionary work 
that was -d!onie by Baptistis ill! the .South was 
in thie vicinity of Charle1stou, S. C. The 
Baptists were too fi11srt to erect a hous,e of 
worship in th-at city and ,state. William 
Ser-even w.as the past-or until 1706, Wlhen he, 
res.ignied the pastorate at Oharle·ston and 
g.ave himself to Miss1ionary work Ln the de•s­
titute settlements. The first Baptis1t church 
€1S1tabli•shed in Virginia wa,s about 1714. It 
is olaimed that there were Baptists in North 
Caro.Jina in 1695. It ,would .seem that Bap­
tist ,churc<hes exis,t,e-d ,prior to th,at time. 

It is remarka;ble how many men who .are 
prominent in Baptist affairs in other States 
once lived and labored in Kentucky. Dr. 
R. C. BucKn.er, now at the h,ead of the great­
e•Slt Bap,fi,st Orph:anage in the ,world at Dal­
J.a1s,, Texas, was once pasto,r in Albany and 
Salvisa. He went to Texas as did many 
other distinguished people. We have in 
mind a Baptist minister iillJ an -olbs1cure 
mountain t•o,wn whose garden was invaded 
by a vicious hog belonging to a neighbor. 
Tlh-e prustor Ios·t his temper at the destruc­
tion wl'ought anid threw an ax at- the hog. 
Th-Ls created much town talk ,so tha,t the 
minister went we•st and became a distin­
gutshed p,a•sitor on the otJbier side of tile 
river, ,an,d his n,amie is wen known through­
out the bou111;ds of the S-outhern Bapti,st Con­
vention. But for the irucident of the hog. 
the man milg.ht have lived, prea,ched and 
died in hiis is-olation, as hundreds of oth­
er •siervants of God' have done.
