PLAN OF DOMESTIC MISSIONS. 
Whereas, It is the desire of the General Association, that the District 

Association shall become more clearly allied with it in the mission 
operations of the State, and 

lVhereas, Some of the District Associations have adopted a uniform 
plan, whereby this has been accomplished; and which the brethren 
concede has aeteu admirably and beneficially, therefore 

Resolved; 'l'hat we declare our auxiliaryship to the Board of the 
General Association, and consent to pursue the following plan of co-op­
eration, in common with other bodies, to-wit: that we appoint an ad­
visory Board, which shall inform the General Board, of the destitution 
in our bounds, and recommend imitable men to supply it. 

On the other hand, the Board of the General Association shall be 
invited to collect, by the best means in its power, monies from our 
churches; shall supply our destitution to the best of its ability, actlug 
with the advice of our local board, and shall furnish in time for each 
of our annual meetings, a report of work done, monies raised and ex­
pended within our bounds. 

PROTEST OF CONCORD ASSOCIATION. 
AGAINST THE AI'PROPRIATION OF STATE FUNDS FOR THE surPOIT 

OF SECTARIAN SCHOOLS. 

Whereas, The Legislature of Kent.ucky did. on the 22d of Feb. 1865, 
grant a charter to the Curators of Kentucky Univer!lity, whereby was 
transferred to them certain lands appropriated by Congress, July 2d, 
1862, for the purpose of providing colleges for the benefit of agricultu­
ral and mechanic:11 :1rts, in the severa,l States and Territories in the 
United States. 

And whereas, On the 10th of Febrmuy, 1866, the Legislature did, in 
1addition to the aforenamed donation, appropriate$20,000,public money, 
to em~ble the Curators of the aforesaid University to put the mechani­
cal fll14 ~~ri~ultpral college intooreration; and, 1.\11 we.learn fromjour-
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nals in the interest of the said Univer~ity, that fm'ther approp1'iations 
should be eolicited from the Legislature, and certainly will be, not for 
the purpose of fostering the agricultural and mechanical college alone; 
but to maintain the University in all of itil schools. 

And whereasL '!'ho aforesl\ld University is notoriously a sectarian in­
.,titution, as much as any under the patronage of other religious de­
nominations, and is designed to promote the interests of that religious 
persuasion, known as ·'the Reformers," "tho Campbellite8," or "the 
Christians," in tho educatien of its minls'ty or otherwise; and as the 
alliance of the agricultural and mechanical college, with the other 
schools of the said Univer~ity, make it sub.,ervient to the sectarian 
purposes, as the loaders of the denomination publicly declare. 

And whereas, we believe that the union of church anu state in auy 
form, direct or indirect, in any degree whatever, is inconsistent with 
the genius of our free institutions, and constitutional law, \endangers 
the liberties of tho people, and is fraught with i».calculable evils; and 
a'l the bestowment of State ·patronage, public monies, or prestige, is a 
direct violation of this fundamental principle of our government, 
whether such patronage or monies be appropriated to building churches, 
educating minister:;, or in sustaining the institutions of learning, lite­
rary or theological, and as such i,:; a manifest injustice, being partial 
legislation, which affects the right:; and interests of others. 

And whereas, '!'his alliance between the State and tho University 
was inaugurated and matured L~mid the confusion and perplexity occa­
sioned by tho late war, when other 1nattors claimed the attention of 
our legislative body, and which doubtless prevented them from weigh­
ing tb_o full signif!.cancy Qf the acts, transferring tho lands and appro­
priating money to-the University, and which were passed without be­
ing submitted to the popular vote. 

Therefore resol'vecl, First, that we as a religious ussoci:ition, and as 
citizens of the State of Kentucky, do solemnly protest against the pres­
tige and support of the State ueing given to the aforenamed reUgiou8 
denominc~tion, or to any other, and also do protest against the injustice 
done to all others, in giving so large a sum as is equivalent to the value 
of the lands donated, 330,000 acres, valued at $415, 750,cmcl in aclcli­
i,on. imposing taxes to maintain a sectarian institution. 

Secondly, 'l'hat we humbly, respectfully, yet earnestly petition the 
Legislature to repeal all acts relating to the Ull,WU of the State with 
·the Kentucky University, reclaiming all the State funds in the hands 
ot" the same, and proceed to establish the mechanical and agricultural 
college, independent of all sectarian alliances. 

Thirdly, '!'hat these resolutions be sent to the Legislature by the 
hands of our repre;;entatives, Hon. Jesse D. Ilright, of Can-olton, and 
Hon. Jerry Lillard, of Owenton.
