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"CllUR<.!Il FINANCES." 

Outline of a sennon by Dr. J. M. 
Wravcr, Sunday, May 27, 1906. 

Thi1e1 is a Hubject of importance 
to tho cause of God and the pros­
perity of the church. It should 
thrrl'fo1'<' be of interest to every 
member. 

Churches like all other organi­
zations re<1uire money for neces­
snry 1•xpense!I. This should be giv­
en volnntarily and cheerfully by 
oll. In all Baptist churches the 
mPmhers have voluntarily banded 
tlwmsclves in covenant for the pur­
pose .,f carrying forward the 
l'AllNP of God in their midst. In 
union there is strength, hence the 
orintnization of the ehurch. The 
dl'n<.'ons ore entmsted \tith the 
tempot'lllities of the church. They 
1m <-'xpeeted to devise a wise sys­
trm of finances and depend upon 
1he members for the me,ms to cor­
r~· this out. They give time and 
thought in devising as wise and 
effieient plans as possible. Wis­
dom and tact with the hearty co­
operation of all the members al­
ways insure success. In the words 
of the text the apostle embodies 
the princip\e of the Scriptural 
plan. which should govern the 
nwmhl'rship: "Upon the first day 
of the week let every one of you 
lay by in store, as God has pros­
P<'l't'd him, that there be no gath­
••rin!Xll when I come." (1 Cor. 
rn :2.) 

1. We learn here who should 
1tiYP: "Let every one," etc. The 
t•onlributions should be universal. 
Enc•h member, able, is under· obli­
i:m1ion, voluntarily 88BUIDed, to 

c>ontribute something. None is ex­
cused. In some c8.Be8 th.is may re­
quire self-denial, even sacrifice, yet 
love to Christ and His cause should 
constrain us. It is a sad fact that 
some members disregard th.is ob-
1 igation, giving little, while others 
ignore it altogether, giving noth­
ing. A sense of duty and grati­
tude to a loving Savior should pre­
vent this. 

2. We learn when and bow to 
~i ve : "On every first day," etc. 
This then will be a part of the 
r,ord 's day worship. Giving with 
a pure motive is as much worship 
as praise and prayer. In this way 
the giving will. be regular and 
constant. It will be systematic 
and from principle, not from im­
pulse under pathetic- appeals. 

3. We learn the measure of our 
giving: "As God has prospered," 
etc. As we have received from 
him so should we give, not grudg­
ingly, but willingly, gladly and 
liberally. We should not measure 
our giving by one and another, but 
as God has prospered us, really as 
gratitude moves us and as an en-
1 ightened conscience demands, re­
membering that our responsibil­
ity is according to our ability. 

4. Notice resultA following. 
There are good resu)ts to thr~ 
parties: 

First: To the church as a body 
This will keep it out of debt and 
hence financial worry. Debts are 
always injurious and often para­
lyze the energies of the church. 

Second: To the pastor. He is 
only a man and must meet his ob­
li,zations 88 other men. This will 
en11 ble the treasurer to pay 
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promptly his salary and thus re­
move the burden from his mind 
as regards the support of his fam­
il~·. 'fhus he can givr himself to 
the study of God's word and pray­
er and to visiting and comforting 
of the sick and afflicted. 

Third: To the world. It will 
ronvince men of the reality and 
value of tho gospel. Thus will 
men of the world be won to Christ 
and led to unite with the church. 

Have you acted thus in the 
past t Be honest and answer to 
God. If you have not, commence 
st once to do your duty to your 
church. Let each of us meet our 
responsibility and see that our 
church prospers. It needs your 
action now. , 
THE BASIS OF :\ITSSIONS. 

W. R. SHITH. 
Basis-" The foundation of any­

thing; that on which a thing 
rests; the ground-work or first 
principles; that which supports." 
Hence, by "b~ of missions" I 
mean the foundation of missions; 
that on which missions rests; the 
ground-work or first principles of 
missions; that which supports 
missions. The word "missions" 
is derived from the Latin word 
"mittere," and means, the act of 
sending; the state of being Rent; 
a being sent or delegated by au­
thority, with certain powers for 
transacting business; commission. 
A mission is that with which a 
me88Cnger, or agent is char~ed; 
errand or duty on which one is 
sent. A missionary is a person 
appointed by authority to per­
form any serviee. 

The Greek "A postoloe" ( A pos­
tle) means, one sent forth. Hence 
missions with us, means the send­
in~ forth of our brethren to evan­
gelize the world.

The great need that all the 
world has for salvation (see Rom.

bodies. This is clearly true l)f the 
church at Thessalonica. "For from 
you sounded out the word or tht>

Achaia, but also in every pla~e 
your faith to God-ward is apre,11.l 
abroad." These. 1 :8. Th'! bm,k 
of Acts is an epitome of missions.

.\rts 10:43; Acts 16:5; Acts 1:8. 

'l'he Philadelphia As!.<Jci<tt.r·1, 
the r, st association ot·~.mi,ed 111 

.Ame:·ira, organized :n 'j7tri, hm; 
L1 ·••1· J • em the first Clll-{llQ:<~d rarn­
estly in efforts for the education 
of its ministry and the spread of 
the gospel in the world. Throu~h 
it htmdreds of churches have u&n 
gathered. That part of this old 
ils.c;ocintion located in Pennsvl­
vania, gave last year for St~te 
Missions, $4,617.87; for Ho~ 
Missions, $11,358.56 ; for ~le 
and Publication work, $2,000.25: 
Education, $2,536.21; Sundny 
School expenses, $20,774.10; mis­
cellaneous, $21,631.49, and a 
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grm1<l total of all contributions 
oJ: $377,318.57. 

The Charleston .Association, or­
gnnized in 1751, · the third associll­
tion in America, was from the 
first a missionary body. The 
minutes for 1755 contain the fol­
lowing: "The Association, taking 
into consideration the destitute 
condition of many places in the 
interior settlements in this and 
neighboring provinces recommend 
to the churches to make contri­
butions for the support of a mis­
sion8l'Y to itinerate in those 
parts.;, See Benedict, p. 707. 
Orchard, vol. 1, p. 195, speaking of 
the Baptists of about 1183, the 
darkest period of the Christian 
era, says: "By the assiduous and 
unceasing efforts of the elders 
and teachers to instruct and quali­
fy every member of the co~u­
nity, to inform the ignorant of 
the way of salvation; and by their 
system of local itinerancy, while 
others took more extensive jour­
nies. Tbei,e united ettbrts of tho 
whole body were attended with 
incalculable good, and such or­
gani1.ed exertions promised fail' 
to evangelfae the world." 

F(IJlowing the bloody path of 
pe1-secution, even in the darkest 
clays of Papal end Pagan oppret'l­
!lion, when he who dared to preach 
the ~ospel of Christ, read or keep 
n ,•opy, or even a part of a copy 
of the Holy Bible, was subject to 
exorbitant fines, imprisonment 
and death by the severest torture 
that pOl!Sibly could be invented; 
missionaries traversed the entire 
continent of Europe, including 
Pupal Italy, as teachers, peddling 
un trinkets or articles of dress, as 
11 means of getting access to the 
people. See Jones History. p. 
!l40. 

Brethren, Jet us all studv this 
~rrnt '}Uestion anew, from the 

Bible and History and gather and 
impart all the light poesible. The 
true light is the great need of our 
people. Let all the light be turn­
ed on, and great will be the re­
'!uJts. So far our mission work 
has accomplished much, and yet 
we have only been making child's 
play of missions. If there could 
be any method adopted that 
wouJd enlighten all our people, 
the clarion notes of the gloriow 
gospel would in a very short time 
be heard all over the world. If 
our people could only be aroused 
to that degree of zeal, energy and 
persistency so characteristic of 
our fathers during the dark and 
bloody centuries of bitterest per­
secution, only a few years wouJd 
intervene before every creature 
would hear the gospel-Western 
Recorder.
