·valley: Cedar Creek, Beargrass and Coxe's Creek Churd1e•1 met 
at Coxe's Creel~ Meeting house and were cortstituterl into the Sa­
lem Association~ The following extrac~ from ·the minutes will 
show what werethe peculiar anddistingui~hing tenets ofour ho­
dy'in its original formation.-•'The report oft he several delegates 
lleing read and attended to; 

Resolved, That the churches have adopted the Phihdelphia. 
Confessi9,nof Faith, and Treatise of descipline thereto annexed, 
and hold' ourselves in full fellowship with the Philadelphi'-', K~toc· 
ton and Monongahela Associations." 
. At this time (1785) the whole number of Communi1 

cants was 129 wi~h tbre~ Ministers, viz: Joseph Barnet, John 
Whitacre and Wm. Taylor, most of whom have fallen asleep, 
f'nd are now we hope sweetly singing the song of ll:fose;; and t~e 
tamb in the kingdom of God. Since that. time a gradual aoc~s- , 
sion ofthe faithful has been made, !Ill the Salem A~socmtion ilo 
longer appears as a s.mall band, scattered and remote from each 
other, but as a solid phalanx in the armi~<s oflsriel.
