THE LARGEST SUNDAY SCHOOL IN 
THE WORLD. 

· We made mention recently of the Sunday 
School of the Methodist Episcopal church, 
at Brazil, Ind., which is claimed to be the 
largest Sunday School in the world. Brazil· 
has a population of only 9,340, ·and out of 
that population the school has a membe~­
ship of 4,897, or over half. 

The membership of the school is 4,897 
in all departments as follows:

Over ~me-half of the voters of the city 

are members of its men's . Bible clas,s, and 
every• baby in Brazil, not enrolled in another 
Sunday School, is a member -of its cradle 
roll. 

Mr. William E. Carpenter, a banker, is 
the superintendent of the school. When he 
took charg-e of it in 1897 the school num­
bered -only 228 in all departments, with no 
claim to distinction and with no possibili­
ties not possessed by other schools similarly 
situated. Now, from a comparatively In­
significant organization, it has become "the 
most powerful social, civi,c and religious 
force in the community." It is said of the 
superintendent that, when he accepted the 
place, "he made a complete surrender of 
his life to God. Everything that would in­
jure his influence ·for good was given up. 
Questionable amus-ements and political as­
sociations were put aside that his life might 
bring no reproach upon his office. He gat,n­

ered a company of workers around him who 
caught his vision and ideals and gave of 
their strength to the school. From the 
very beginning of Mr. Carpenter's admin­
istration the school began to grow and has 
continued to grow until it has become the 
world's greatest Sunday School. There has 

been no compromise of method or ideal. 

No person who attends the theater, dances 

or play.s. cards is permitte.d to teach in the 

s·chool. No contests between classes or de­

partments ar,e encouraged or allowed, no 

prizes are offered, no paid socials are pe,r­
mitted." 

What Mr. Carpenter did at Brazil, why 
could not many another superintendent do 

at similar places? Only we should like for 

it to be done by a Baptist superintendent.­

CIATION. 

Paducah Baptists. did themselves proud •n 
the matter of entertainment. Each messen­
ger felt that he had the best home. Pastor 
Tull and Chairman W. E. Covington were 
untiring in th,eir endeavors to contribute to 
the happiness and comfort of each one. 

We had a delightful home with Mr. C. C. 
Covington and his excellent family. Bro. A. 
E. Wohlbold and Bro. J. D. Coleman and 
wife were our companions in this hos-pit­
a ble home. 

Dr. C. M. Thompson was unanimously 
€J.ected Moderator. 

The sessions were characterized by deep 
spirituality and sustained interest. Many 
said that the speaking was as fine a,s. they 
had heard at the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion. 

Dr. Willingham was there and made a 
deep impression for the Foreign Mission 
work. He was at his best. So were breth­
ren Sallee, of China, Shepherd, of Brazil, 
and Speight, of Arg~mtina. 

Dr. Gray was not pr,e,sent, but Dr. A. C. 
Cr<'e, of Georgia, repres-ented the inter,e·sts 
of the Home Board in a magnificent ad­
dress. It was eloqu,ent and informing and 
held the audience sp-ell bound. Dr. Dodd 
pres'.ded and calle-d out sev-eral Kentuckians 
who made splendid talk,s. 

State Missions set the keynot,e for suc­
ceeding sessions. Brethren H. B. Tay lo,, 

M. E. Staley, M. D. Early, J. P. Jenkins, C, 
H. Wilson, W .H. Setzer and Lewis Lytle 
thrilled the audience with various aspects 
of our great work in our beloved State. Con­
tributions in latge amounts to be paid dur­
ing the year wer-e called for and in a fe,w 
momenta some $14,000 was s·ecured, which 
was considerably augm-ented the next day. 
K-entucky Baptists are realizing more and 
more their supreme and primal obligation 
to the lost in our bounds. 

Education, Orphan.s' Home, Miinst-ers' Aid, 
Ministerial Education, Women's Work, Lay­
men's Work, Sunday School Work and 
Temperance received due consideration. 
Wednesday night was given entirely to 
Stat,e Missions. On Thursday night Dr. J. 
W. Porter preached a great sermon to a 
packed audience in the Op-era House. After 
the sermon Rev. W. R. Hill discussed B. 
Y. P. U. work and Dr. Van Ness made an 
address and pr-esented diplomas to forty 
who had taken the prescribed course. 

The General Association meets next yea, 
in Madisonville, and it was r-esolved that we 
make desperate efforts to gather five hun­
dred people there. Pastors were urged to 
attend and bring their laymen. 

Harmony, brotherly ·1ove and a spirit of 
co-operation prevailed throughout. The new 
State Board re .. elected the Corresponding 
Secretary, his Assistant and Secr-etary 
Entzminger, who has wrought so nobly. 

It wa,s d-ecid-ed to attempt to raise this 
y-ear $40,00.0 for State Missions;. $32,000 for 
Home Missions; $46,000 for For,eign M1s­
sioss, and $12,000 for Church Building. 

The State Board· has pushed its labor.s 
the past y-ear to an island in the Mississi11p1 
river, not far from Columbus. A church was 
organiz,ed among the whit,e people and one 
among the negroes. The wh:te church gave 
$6.60 to mis,sions per capi\a the first five 
months of its existence. Well done! What 
was th-e explanation? Simply the pastor 
tri-ed and succ,eded. The Lord's cause 
loses much becaus,e the pastor is wanting in 
courag.e to give his people an opportunity 
to lead out. This y.ear let every pastor in 
Ken_tucky r-esolve to do his duty. 

Evangelists Jenkins, Amerson and l\'Ii.s­
sionaries Setzer and Garret and Co~uorterE 
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Lewis LytU.a and C. H. Wilson attended the 
General Association. Many who nave been 
attending the Association for a long period 
of years remarked that they never saw the 
interest in State Missions reach such a 
high tide. We must reach the unreached. 
Destitute communities must receive_ some 
attention. 

For two years the Secretary has been anx­
ious for a worker for our State institutions. 
This was favorably consider-ed at this meet­
ing and we b,elieve that the new Board will 
be ready to appoint a .suitable man. 

"Where are the" 504? 
Christ said were there not ten cleansed, 

but wh-ere are the nine? We make a like 
:nquiry regarding the 504 churches in Ken­
tucky which gave nothing to missions. The 
fault lies mainly with the pastor. Many 
are poor and could not give large amounts 
but the gospel r-e,quires that we give accord­
ing 10 what a man has. Many ar-e robbing 
God of His own. A coveteous man is an 
idolater. We have many such in our 
churches in Kentucky. 

The lat-est statistics disclose the humili­
ating fact that while there has been a net 
gain among Kentucky Bapti.sts of more than 
four thousand m-emb-ers, yet more than one­
half our churches report a loss in member­
ship. This is distressing and must be 0rem­
edied. The lo,s,s is usually very light while 
the increase in other churches is quite not-. 
able. With one united front let us under­
take to see that such under God will not 
be the cas-e by the time the next Associl!' 
tion meets. Many grow cold a:tiii careless 
because they are given nothing to do and 
the church does not seem to grieve over 
rheir spiritual declension. Too many of 
our number act like board,ers, forgetting for 
the time that they are members of the fam­
ily.

After examining 
the letters presented and the standing of 
those who had no letter and the brother 
who presented himself for members-hip by 
baptism, the fellowship and standing be:ng 
found orthodox, I recommended that they 
resolve themselves into a Missionary Bap­
tist church after the New Testament ty;pe. 

A collectl.on was taken for State Missions 

amounting to $7.02. 
At three o'clock a large congregation 

gathered on the bank of the. creek one mile 
from town to witness the first Missionary 
Baptist baptism ever administered in that 
vicinity. 

Do,e,s it pay to evang,elize the mountains? 
Yes. Five :,f these members weI'le convert­
ed to God and baptiz.ed into the fellowship 

of churches in Johnson county, in the Big 

Sandy Valley. Garrison i_s forty-fiv,e miles 

down the Ohio riv,er from Ashland in a fer­

tile vaUey. The population of the mountains 

is very much cong,e_sted. If the people there 

are converted to God, they will -strengthen:· 

our churche,s. and help to organize new 

churches as· they mov~ to oth,er sections to 

find homes. Our meeting will continue un­

til next Sunday. Pray for our success here.

I wLsh I could see the debt on every Bap­

tist church in Kentucky removed. 

Mis·sionary A. J. Murrell often travels 
forty miles on foot over the mountains to 
reach his appointments. This demonstrates 
the endurance and faithfulness of our moun­
tain missionarie,s. He has recently organ­
ized a new church and has resurr-ected 
two old ones. He organized a church at 
I.ig Creek with t-en members and has since 
baptiz.ed twenty two into its fellowship. Bro. 
Murrell will train his church to give to 
Missions. 

Evang,elist A. F. Gordon is pushing his 
work in fn-e bounds of Beth-el Association. 
He hopes ·1non to have two •:ew church 
hous-es constructed. 

The United Baptist church in Salyers­
ville was organiz.ed in 1810. They have 111 
members. They belong to Paint Union As­
sociation. Th-er,e are forty-one churches 
and 3,975 members. Last year they report­
ed 192 baptisms and gav·e $28.51 for printing 
minutes. They gave nothing to missions or 
ben-evolence. They have no Sunday Schools 
and pay nothing on pastoral support. There 
ar,e six other Associations of United Bap­
tists in this s,ection. There must be at 
l-east 25,000 memb-ers. 

Their articles of faith ar,e like ours, ex­
cept they believe in foot was·hing. Thes•e 
are our Baptist brethren. They have never 
been anything else. They are wrong in 
education, missions, Sunday Schools, pas­
toral support and foot w.ashing. They are 
sound in re·pentance, faith, baptism, com­
munion, the church, the kingship of Jesus. 
th-e suffi.ci-ency of the Scriptures, etc. Back 
of th-em is the same history that is back of 
us. Brotherly treatment will be helpful to 
-enaole them to s-ee and practice the whole 
t-rnchi.ngs of Christ's gos,pel. Their church• 
es are and ever have been Baptist church­
es, their elders are Baptist ministers, and 
I can never regard their baptisms as on a 
parity with imm-ersions administered by 
Methodists ana. others. 

I honor them for holding this country 
,gai.nst the inroads of the Pedobaptist11. 
Many of their churches have Sunday 
Schools and many have assured me that 
they believe in missions and pastoral sup­
port to a limited extent. . Let us pray that 
they m~y soon come to preach the whole 
gospel and obey Christ's every command.

While we rejoice in the fine response to 
Dr. Powell's a'Ppeal for State Missions, it 
is a· cause of grave concern that we have 
done so little for other objects. The fig­
ures speak for themselves. There is only 
one point where we need no~ hestir our­
selves, namely, the Margaret Home, for 
which we have enough on hand for our 
year's apportionment, so pray give instead 
to the Training .School, which is the other 

. exclusive possession of the Woman's Mis­
sionary Union, and dep-endent entirely on 
us for support. For the colored ,missionary 
we s·hould not los-e our interest, but re­
double our efforts to sustain her in trying 
to Christianize and elevate her race. 

CHANGE IN OFFICERS. 

It was with great regret that the r-esig­
nation of Miss Willie Lamb was accepted 
by th-e Central Committee. For eight years 
she has serv-ed as Secretary and Treasurer 
with rare devotion and business ability. 
During that tim-e one new department af­
ter another has been adopted by the Union, 

adding greatly to the labor of the Secre­
tary, ·and the steady increase in contribu­
tions demands more and more time. It has 
become impossible for the work to be 
handled by one who has home cares and is 

. lia.ble to many interru,ptions, and we find it 
necessary to follow the example of our sis­
ter States in paying a salary to one who 
can thus give her time wholly to such 
work. Miss Nona Lee Dover has spent the 
summer in visiting churches and Associa­
tions in our behalf, and has endeared her­
s-elf to all she met, proving herself . capable, 
diligent and zealous.

Office room has kindly been 
granted us by the State Board at 205 East 
Chestnut, but all 1-ett-ers s,hould ·oe ad• 
dressed to Central Committee, W. M. U., 
Box 396, Louisville, Ky. Miss Dover will 
receive and receipt for the money, and de­
posit it in bank to the er-edit ·of Mrs. B. G. 
Rees, Treasurer, who will sign all outgoing 
ch-eeks, thus .sharing th-e responsibility. 
Mrs. Rees was Corresponding Secretary 
and Treasurer before Miss Lamb was ·ap­
pointed, and has continued to have a large 
part in all the work of the Central Com­
mittee, so w-e may fe-el assured of the safe­
ty of the funds in her hands. 

It may s-eem that th-ese important changes 
ought to have heen made at the annual 
me-eting. But Miss Dov,er was being sought 
after by other States, and it was necessary 
for us to act without delay. The Central 
Committee has always appreciated the con­
fidence of tl:).e SocieVes, and has endeavor­
ed to make a wise us,e of the expense fund, 
which is now large enough to justify paying 
a moderate salary to our office secretary.
