A PLEA FOR HOME MISSIONS. 

W. E. Hunter, Vice President for Kentucky. 

Kentucky Baptists, do you realize that 
we are in about thirty days of the time 
when the Books of the Home Board will 
close for· this Convention year? Do yoi. 
know what we do for Home Missions must 
be done in the next few weeks If we go 
to the Convention out of debt there must 
be some heroic giving between now and 
April 30th. Kentucky ought to pay every 
dollar of her apportionment; she must do 
it; will she do it? 

Why Give to Home Missions? 

1. Because Home Missions stand for the 
salvation of the race, the whole human 
family. Nothing less than the whole gos­
pel to the whole world will carry out the 
programme of Home Missions. While the 
Home Board stands for the redemption of 
the whole world, it stands in .a more essen­
tial way for the salvation of the home lancr. 
It would be worse than folly for Southern 
Baptists to give all heed and attention to 
distant lands and at the same time neg­
lect the home field. If I understand cor­
rectly, the mission problem before us, can 
be summed up in a statement like the fol­
lowing: The evangelization of the world is 
dependent on the Home Field for men and 
money. To neglect Home Missions is to 
neglect Foreign Missions. To fail at home 
is to fail abroad. 

To neglect Home Missions is in principle 
the same as an army neglecting its baggage 
and supplies. For an army to be able to 
march and fight, it must give heed to i1s 
food supplies and belongings. 

The Home land is the world's supply 
station. It is the training school for the 

world's workers. The .Seminary for it& 
preachers. The policy and· doctrines of 
the churches abroad will largely depend 
upon the policy and doctrines of the, 
churches at home. If we expect to make 
Baptists on forien fields we must send 
them Baptists from the home field. To 
give the world a pure gospel we must have 
a pure gospel at home. Dr. W. E. Hatch­
er never gave utterance to wiser words 
than these: "It is at least as essential to 
save what we already have as to save 
that which is lost." 

2. Because of what the Home Board is 
doing. The Board is helping to pay the 
support of about 1,200 co-operative mis­
sionaries, at a cost of about $100,000 per 
year. 

It is maintaining thirty-four mission 
schools, with an attendance of more than 
5,000 pupils at a cost of about $50,000 a 
year. 

It has an evangelistic force of twenty­
four workers, preaching the gospel to the 
lost and "teaching them to observe all 
things whatsoever I have commanded 
you." Last year these workers reported 
4,982 baptisms, and 6,978 additions to 
churches. 

It is paying half the support of thirty­
five missionaries among the negroes at a 
probable cost of $15,000. The Board is 
giving the gospel story to at least 400,000 
Mexicans in Texas and 100,000 Indians in 
Oklahoma. 

It is giving the gospel to the immigrants 
and foreigners, both at the ports and in 
the interior cities of the South, at a cost 
of $17,630. 

3. Because of the immediate needs of 
the Board. 

The Board needs over $300,000 by April 
30th to close its books out of debt. For 
Kentucky Baptists to meet their oppoi,,. 
tionment they must raise in the next few 
weeks about $17,000. Brother pastors, Sun­
day School ,Superintendents and fellow 
workers, won't you pray that the Lord 
will make His people a liberal people ii)_ 
time of need. Brethren, listen to some 
plain commands from God's words: "Thou 
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shalt love thy neighbor as thyself." "Re­
pentance and remission of sins should be 
preached in His name among· all nations, 
beginning at Jerusalem.' 

"Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer 
to God for Israel is, that they might be 
saved.'' 

KENTUCKY TAKING HER LEGITIMATE 

PLACE. 

The latest from Treasurer :'.Hell 
of the Horne Board shows that Kentucky 
stands second in gifts to Home Mission:,,. 
Georgia leads. Then follows Kentucky, Vir­
ginia, Missouri, Alah:oima and .South Caro­
lina. The other States are far in the real'. 
Kentucky must send us $16,184 before April 
30th. 

I spoke in Jellico on Sunday. They have 
to pay $12,000 in their new house of wor­
ship before May 4th. Grippe and small pox 
depleted the congregation, nevertheless un­
der the leadership of their consecrated pas­
tor they gave $1014 to Missions and will 
make it $1500. This under the circumstances 
is notable. They wiii give worthily tllrougn 
the Sunday School next Sunday. 

Let evety Surula,7 sc'H,: l rally to our aicl 
next Sunday. Pastors will please urge our 
membe,s to give the Sunday eggs to mis­
sions during April. 

Those wishing to be appointed messen­
gers to the Southern Baptist Convention 
will please send me their names. Kentucky 
must be well represented. It will be a most 
interesting session. 

Everybody favors holding the Convention 
next year in Houston, Te1.,. It could lnve 
gone to Texas long since if the Texans 
had agreed among themselves as to the 
place. 

ASSOCIATION-TO-ASSOCIATION 
CAMPAIGN. 

The conferences have been productive or 
much good. Arrangements have usually been 
perfected for an every-member canvass in 
each church. The wonfen are asked to give 
the Sunday eggs to Missions through April, 
as an additional gift. If pastor and the 
friends of missions will energetically push 
this matter, it will bring larger returns. 

Let this egg proposition be taken up by 
pastors in every part of the State. 

Every Sunday School has promised a 
worthy offering in April 12th, or Second 
1Sunday in April. Let no church be overlook­
ed. It is no easy task to gather in about 
$25,555, for foreign missions and $16,100, 
for home missions during the remainder of 
April. 

The meetings in Covington and Newport 
were fine and great good will result. Four­
teen of the fifteen churches in Campbell 
County Association had representativei, 
present. 

The workers had a disagreeable time 
reaching Owenton and Ghent. The rally for 
Bracken Association was held in Mays~ 
ville. Good attendance and enthusiasm pre­
vailed. 

Cynthiana gave a cordial welcome and 
the outlook is encouraging. Dr. J. T. Hen­
derson attended Newport, Maysville and 
Cynthiana meetings. His lectures made a 
profound impression. At Winchester the 
idea had gone out that the Conference was 
for women only. However some of the men 
were assembled and good results will fol­
low. 

Tate's Creek Association was well rep­
resented at Richmond. A spirit of optim­
ism prevailed. Richmond expects to give 
$1,000 to missions before Christmas, under 
the wise leadership of Pastor H. N. Quisen 
berry. There is an imperative demand for 
a new house or worship at Richmond. 

The meetings at Lawrenceburg were en­
thusiastio and promise splendid returns. 
The prayers and sympathies of every one 
went out to Sister Mccarter, the pastor's 
wife, who was quite sick. She has nobly 
aided her consecrated husband in develop­
ing the church. Intensive as well as exten­
sive work is demanded in all of our church­
es. Pastors who do not see much pro­
mise for growth in members can develop 
the members they have. This will greatly 
aid the on-going of the Kingdom. A repre­
sentative body met us in Frankfort and a 
profitable day was spent in planning the 
work for a worthy harvest. Franklin As­
sociation has given largely to the Judson 
Centennial, yet this only stimulates them 
to liberal gifts to the support of the regu­
lar work. Dr. Eberhardt and Bro. W. S. 
Farmer are wise leaders. 
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I preached on .Sunday at Lagrange,, where 

the Sulphur Fork Association was holding 
a Fifth .Sunday meeting. 

The fact developed that though we have 
several chhurches in Trimble County, there 
is not a single Baptist preacher. Here is a 
good field for the right man. South District 
Association did herself proud by the repre­
sentative body which assembled in Dan­
ville. The churches are led by strong, cour­
ageous pastors. We anticipate a notable in­
crease in their gifts to missions. 

Dr. Cecil V. Cook is doing a splendid 
work in Danville. Dr. M. D. Early is already 
deeply entrenched in the affections of the 
Stanford saints. All the pastors in the As• 
sociation are aflame with missionary zeal. 
Dr. F. F. Brown is accomplishing great 
things at Harrodsburg, where the first 
Baptist sermon was preached in Kentucky. 

Splendid conferences were held in Som­
erset and Monticello. Yesterday we had a 
most interesting conference in London. 
Pastor H. 1C. Combs is a wise kingdom­
builder. 

Dr. C. D. Graves is now with us and ren­
ders valuable service. He is surchargett 
with missionary zeal and enthusiasm and 
presents plans which are helpful and work­
able. The people catch his spirit of devo­
tion and optimism. 

Today we go to Corbin. Next week we 
will visit Jellico, Barbourville, Middlesboru. 
and Harlan, where the campain will close. 

More than sixty Associations have been 
visited and the cause of Home and Foreign 
Missions stressed. Great good has been ac­
complished which we feel will manifest it­
self by enlarged gifts. 

Sacrificial gifts to missions are indispen­
sable to the maintenance of spiritual power 
in our churches. Evangelization is the pri­
mary aim of all our work. When a church 
ceases to struggle it must die. Many Bap­
tists should be dissatisfied with the outlook 
and out-put of their lives.

THE ASSvCIATIONAL CAMPAIGN. 

Not only do we feel that this Missionary 
Campaign from Association to Association 
is going to tell in the increase of gifts to 
Home and Foreign Missions, but we feel 
that it will mean much to W. M. U. work 
in Kentucky. The thrilling talks M·isses 
Leachman and Priest gave from place to 
place stimulated the women to greater ef­
forts, giving them a broader vision. 

Miss Priest's story of Zung Tata, a Chi­
nese Bible woman, and the great good sh1> 
has done in going from house to house, 
brought forth voluntary gifts from eight in­
dividuals to support a .Bible woman each 
as their substitutes. 

One woman gave the secretary a check 
for $50 for a Bible woman, saying: "This 
has cost me a new dining table and a 
spring suit, but I must have my substi­
tute." Another woman said: "I'll borrow 
the money and send you a check for thi,, 
$30 at once, because the Board needs the 
money. I borrow money to buy cattle, 
sheep and hogs, and I can borrow it to car­
ry on the Lord's work." She is a maiden 
lady and runs the farm, as you may guess. 
And another sent in a check for the full 
amount at once, seeing the need was so 
great at this particular time. 

But, my dear women, when our receipts 
· for the month of March were totaled, uu.,, 

hearts sank wihtin us. Not only were they· 
not up to the receipts of last March, but 
fell far below what we had expected.' We 
have been trying to find the cause for this. 
Some have suggested that our women have 
allowed the Jubilate offerings to interre~ 
with the regular gifts. We hope this is 
not the cause, for we have tried very hard 
to impress the women that the Jubilate 
offerings must be over and above the ap­
portionment. 

Women, we have $8,256.0~ to raise before 
April 30th for Home and Foreign Missions 
and our W. M. U. Training School. Al· 
most half of our apportionment for the 
year is yet to be raised. Who is going to 
fail to do her part? Can we possibly do it 
in the next two weeks? We cannot, unless 

each of us prays and works ae. never be­
fore. 

A glorious day was spent at Poindexter 
Union Church, on the W. M. U Day of the 
Institute. The Superintendent of our work 
in the Association had arranged for a 
strong program. Mrs. W. H. Porter, of Lex­
ington made a fine talk on "Personal Ser­
vice Work." Mrs. Thomas Rodman, of Louis­
ville, stressed the importance of Y. W. A. 
work. Miss Stella Cook of Cynthiana, a suc­
cessful Y. W. A worker gave, from her 
view-point, how to succed in Y. W. A. work. 
Mrs. Cottrell, of Poindexter, made a fine 
talk on the duties of the Christian woman. 
She also took charge of a question box 
which proved very interesting as the writ­
ten questions bearing on the work were 
answered by first one and another. These 
helped to draw out questions from many 
concerning their problems. The .State Sec­
retary talked on Efficiency in W. M. U. 
work, and tried to touch on our weakest 
points, that we might be enabled to 
strengthen them. 

At the noon hour, after the remnants o:i, 
the feast were gathered up, a conference 
of the leaders of the four spcieties repre­
sented resulted in plans being laid for the 
organization of fifteen new societies. Each 
society represented assuming the responsi­
bility of organizing W. M . .S., Y. W. A. or 
.Sunbeam Bands in the nearest church, be­
fore April 30. This does not complete our 
organizing in Union Association but we 
hope to complete it in the church to church 
campaign this summer. Our aim for each 
Association is for a W. M. U. of the four 
grades, W. M . .S., Y. W. A., R. A. and Sun­
beam in every church in the Association.
