Our energetic pastors must do everything
possible to place the work properly upon
the hearts of the whole constituency. If
the planning is carefully done and thor-
oughly carried out, we may rest assured
the responses will be both prompt and am-
ple. Then we will praise God and be ready
to go forward with other equally important
activities.

The monthly reports of our beloved and
consecrated workers show a marked in-
crease in the number of conversions and
baptisms for the month of August. The
spirit of self-sacrifice and self-denial
abounds with these heroic men. They are
Missionaries in Christ’s way. 'They do nox
believe that a man can honestly pray “Thy
Kingdom come” and omit in his endeavors
his own city or his own ‘State. Yet they
are taking Kentucky as a means to world-
wide Evangelism.

Qur brethren universally are kind and
courteous. I love them one- and all and
shall confidently expect the same brother-
ly co-operation which has ever been ac-
corded me until our books are closed on
the 31st of October. Pastors must preach
about State Missions. At the weekly
Prayer Meeting our laymen should be en-
couraged to speak on the different phases
of our State work. We anticipate glorious
results from the efforts of our loyal wo-
Our Sunday Schools on September
27th will break all previous records in
their gifts to State Missions. TUnder no
circumstances should this gift include the
annual offering of the church to State Mis-
sions.

We extend aid to the poor and needy
with our Church Building Fund, which is
now depleted and overdrawn. Several
thousand dollars must be given by October
31st expressly for Church Building pur-
poses. Our W. M. U’s will give $1,000 ot
this amount. We must so present Chris-
tianity that it shall become universal and
spiritualize mankind. Ours is a life of
faith. God trusts us and bids us trust one
another.

Giving State Missions a Square Deal.

During September and October we must
hestow our thoughts, our prayers, our ef-
forts .and our gifts upon the support of the
faithful and untiring workers who are car-
ing for the destitution and weak places in
cur borders. They meet man}? rebuffs,
they walk in many hard places and some-
times are in real danger; but undaunted
they press forward under the banner of
His love, knowing that ultimately we are
to triumph over all foes. No State in the
Scuth has stronger or more capable work-
ers in their employ. Their zealous Chris-
tian life destroys unbelief in the populace
as the sun drives away the mists of early
morn. Their consistent walk and Gospel
preaching interpret real religion in such
a way that the people understand it. The
people see the door of hope which God
has opened to the hopeless. They realize
the image of God as revealéed in Christ.
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These faithful missionuries feel strongly
that they must know both God and the
people among whom they labor. The
preaching of the Gospel has introduced a
new social consciousness. Men are be-
coming conscious of their value to God, to
society .and to themselves. The spirit of
Christ introduced into the hearts of the
mountaineers corrects the evil which may
have abounded in their lives and termin-
ates feudism and moonshining.

There must be nc deficit on our State
Mission Budget. Our Missionaries, our
KEvangelists, our City Missionaries, our
Co-operative workers, our Sunday School
workers, our W. M. U. workers, our En-
listment men, our B. Y. P. U. Secretary,
our Colporters maust be promptly sustain-
ed. There is no place in our program £for
retrenchment. Our State Board at its re-
cent meeting ordered us to place ten
strong men at as many important points
in this State which hitherto have been un-
occupied. Pastors must line up their
torces for a prayerful Every-Member (Can-
vass. The importance and urgent need of
the hour calls for sacrificial gifts. Faith
is the basis of our Missionary enterprise
as it is of our Christian life. A strong
virile faith will mean enlarged love gifts.
We must set forth by our deeds the real
meaning and mission of our lives. Jesus
has sent us into this world for achievement
and not lo fail. Tn His name and for His
glory let ever cent needed for State Mis-
sion work be forthcoming.

TRIALS OF A STATE EVANGELIST
OVERCOMING DIFFICULTIES.

I am just home from church and want
to tell you the conditions under which I
am laboring. I am up against a dark prop-
osition for immediate visible results. I
very much fear that neither the Board nor
the Evangelistic Committee will be pleased

with the results either here or at———.
It is difficult for anyone to judge a meeting
without knowing the conditions surround-
ing it.

I have to hold my services in a school-
house belonging to the Coal Company.

Some of the office men are running a
moving-picture show in this building and
occupy it three nights in each week. There
is no other house to hold the meeting in,
and if there were, the people would not:

-attend the services on the nights of the

show. On the night of the show I try to
hold services after the show is over. The
people are tired and sleepy and are in no
frame of mind or heart for services after
seeing the pictures. On those nights most
of the people go home after the show. It
is almost the same as skipping every other
night. The people who ought to be inter-
ested in the meeting go home as soon as
the show is over,

We have quite a few Baptists here, but
many of them are holding membership in
churches quite a distance from here and
some are from .other States. We have a
defunct Baptist church here, but so far
I ‘have been unable to rally the members
together. The pastor of the defunct church
came into town Tuesday. I met him and
asked him to attend the meeting and help
me, but he has not put in his appearance
yet. He told some of the members of the
defunct church that he would “donate” his
services, that he would not “charge” any-
thing for what he did. One or two of the
members have been to our services, but
they do not talk of taking up the work
and building up the church.

I know that it is one thing to find a
situation, and another to solve it. I also
know that men are wanted who can solve
situations as well as find them. But I know,
too, that some situations cannot be solved
in a day.

The solution to this situation is to lo-
cate a man here on the field and let him
follow up this meeting with regular ser-
vices. We have more Baptists among the
office men and -employees than any other
denomination, hence I believe they will help
build up the work. Some time ago they
subscribed $40 per month to pay a man to
come here and preach to them, but dropped
it because they could not find a preacher.
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If they could be made to see that they
could get a suitable man, they would do
the same or more. There are two more
mining towns near here—about two miles
away—belonging to this same company.
We have some Baptists at the head of
things there. A good little sum could be
raised at each of these places to support a
pastor. I believe as much as $60 or $65
could be raised here every month for the
support of a man if we could get one. But
there is no use to try to raise the sub-
scription unless a man is in sight. A
neighboring pastor proposes to come here
twice a month during the week and preach
for them provided they will pay him $200
per year. I have mentioned this to the
people, but they do not seem to be willing
to accept the offer. They say that they
had rather pay more and have a man to
preach on Sunday.

A committee composed of the office
men would collect the money and
pay the preacher. All the other denomina-
tions will join the Baptists in the support
of a man as the Baptists are by far in the
majority. If you know of a man that can
be had, I wil! try to raise a subscription
for his support. TUnless something like
this is done my meeting will not amount
to much after I am gone,

I hope the brethren will not expect too
much of this meeting. I did not select the
field. If I had, I could not have selected
a more needy one and at the same time
a harder or more difficult one. - The natives
will not do anything, because they do not
know how, and the office men do not know
how long they may be here, therefore they
do not feel like bringing their letters here
and going into the organization of a church.
I hope to see the light somewhere.

Cur workers are not reporting as many
baptisms as we would like to see. They
must appreciate that this is harvest time
and there is not a moment to lose. Bro.
W. L. King reports sixteen conversions ang
fifteen baptisms at West Hickman. Bro.
A. J. Murrell, of Big Creek, makes glad our
hearts by reporting thirteen conversions
and nine baptisms. Bro. G. C. Sandusky
reports eleven conversions and ten bap-
tisms. He has organized a church and is
building a house of worship. This is what

A large
poster lias been sgent out by our State
Mission Secretary to be put in a conspic-
uous place in each Sunday ‘School, thereby
fixing the date ir the minds of the people.

The State Board of Missions has shown
its interest in the Sunday Schools. of the
State by organizing and generously sup-
porting the Sunday School Department,
under the management of J. J. Gentry,
General Sunday School Secretary. At this
time he is ably assisted by Bro. J. M.
Price, Wield Worker for KEast Kentucky.
Bro. Willlam P. Phillips having a call to
Texas, nhis native State, left us July 1st,
and the large place which he filled in
West Kentucky is still vacant; he wrought
well whnile in this State and we are sure
that in Texas nis work will be none the
iess successful. Qur prayers and good
wishes follow him and his family.

The date set for the State Mission Rally
Day is the beginning of the fall season,
when all of us are girding up our loins
for the winter’s work. It is desirable that
all the schools shall make an earnest‘et-
fort to re-enlist all old pupils as well as to
enlist every one for whom they are re-
sponsibla. To this end the Sunday School
Board at Nashville has prepared a splendid
Rally Day Program, which is printed in the
September Teacher, along with helpful
suggestious as tc the carrying out of the
program.

The Sunday School Department has sent
out to each Superintendent a sample of this
program, together with a suggested order
of service for the day; also some tracts—
one, “The State Mission Catechism;” the

other—“Some Reasons for a Sunday School
in every Baptist Church;,” by our Field
‘Worker, J. M. Price.

The suggested order of service is pub-
lished in this issue of this paper, and it is
hoped that every Sunday School in the
State will observe this day, either on the
27th of September, or on the earliest pos-
sible Sunday following. If the whole
program cannot be carried out, it may b2
modified to suit the cccasion, and we trust
that a great eftort will be made to arous?
much interest in the schools and to gener-
ate greater enthusiasm.

State Missions stand for many phases of
Mission work in cur State, and is striving
to carry out the Great Commission to give
the Gospel to every creature. Inciuded in
this is the great work of the Sunday
School Department, which is striving to
enlarge and make better each school al-
ready organized in the State, as well as to
constitute a Sunday School in every one
of the 61 Baptist Churches in Xentucky
that have none. ,

During the past year much Teacher
Training work hag been done in the State.
Forty-six new Sunday Schools have been
organized and 5,600 pupils have been added
to the Sunday Schools. All over the State
new life is beinz put into the schools and
the pastors are awaking to the value of the
Teaching Service as never before. $6,000
will be needed this year to defray the ex:
penses of the Sunday School work. Cer-
tainly the 1,243 Sunday Schools in this
State will not fail to contribute at least
this amount.

In North Carclina, Texas, and possibly
other States of the Southern Baptlist Con-
vention, the Sunday ‘Schools are giving
more to State Missions than is spent on
the Sunday School Department. Kentucky
must not lag behind in this part of the
work while she stands at the head of ths
Sunday School work is so many other par-
ticulars. :

Last year the Sunday Schools gave to
SQtate Missions the sum of $2,279.22, whici
was more than twice as much as was given
the previous year. If all the schools shall
place this matter on their hearts and pray
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and work for the success of Rally Day on
September 27th, then I am sure we can
offer to God on that day more than the
amount needed for Sunday School work.

A considerable number of Sunday Schools
have pledged themselves to contribute to
State Missions at least once each quarter.
This entitles them to a place on the Honor
Roll. Lists of these schools have already
been published, but we want them also to
make an extra effort on Rally Day and let
this be one of their quarterly offerings.

Our mountain schools in sixteen years
have trained 330 preachers, 185 lawyers,
213 doctors, 24 trained nurses, 2,387 teach-
ers, 37 missionaries, 15 civil engineers, 2,-
893 farmers, 868' mechanics, 38 bankers,
and 18 legislators. Are the mountain
schools meeting the needs they were in-
tended to meet? More than seven thous-
and workers are doing this part in the
world’s work. '

Prof. Riley, of the Spartan Academy,
presented an experiment in teaching that
he thinks meets a need of most pupils.
Kach student gets {wo periods for each
recitation, one-half to bhe given to study
under the direction of a teacher, and the
other half for recitation. No other school
in the system ssems to have time for this
sludy period. Professor Riley told how he
had taken a small farm and with an ex-
penditure of $100 for labor and $43.23 for
fertilizer had produced enough vegetables
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to feed 80 pupils for one term, with a cash
expenditure of $1.86 permonth for each
pupil.

The call of the homeland, clear and
strong, should be sounded in the ears of our
young people in school and out. The utter
neglect by churches of the millions of our
American people should be shown to these
students who are so soon to lead in the
national life.

‘What dces it mean that ten millions of the
boys and girls of this country, under six-
teen years of age, have never been in a
church or Sunday School? What does it
mean for a million and more a year of im-
migrants from Southern Europe to come to
us fresh from Romanism and Greek Ortho-
coxy? What of the cities, the neglected
country, the forsaken Negro, the poorly-
ireached miner, the estranged toiler, and
the thousands of factory, lumber and rail-
road people?

What should a Church school teach in
view of these claims upon Christianity?
The mightiest call to men today is Home
Missions. Let all the schools give the
picked young people of the land a chance
to hear it. Let “Mission Day” be observed
in the interest of the morally and religious-
ly needy of our land with just the same
devotion and conscientious care as it is ob-
served in the interest of the people living
in foreign lands.

Let the young people know of the urgent
need among the unreached masses of this
couniry for missionaries’, Bible women, so-
cial settlement workers, teachers in . mis-
sion schools, missionaries to various im-
migrant people, and qualified religious
workers in the cities and the country. The
schools, colleges and seminaries are urged
to give aid in finding, training and placing
missionaries in the home field—The Home
Field.

We want again to call attention to the
Day of TPrayer for State Missions Septem-
ber 22nd, and we earnestly entreat every
Society to observe this day of prayer and
make every effort for large gifts for State
Missions. If the 22nd is not convenient for
some societies, observe some other day,
but be sure to make one day in September

State Mission Day. If you need more pro-
grams or other literature, write to W. M.
