It will stimulate our churches to 
be more syste,mati:) amd regular ,in our con­
tritutinns thiat no money may be expended 
for interest. 

It was a generous and courageous act on 
the part -of the Bo,a.rd of Mi.ssions. It 
~hows our loyalty to the interes,ts of th-3 
S.outhern Baptist Convention. 

The Corresponding .Secretary was in­
structed to ask· the Boards of the other 
Soutlw.rn StaJte:s to join us in this noble 
undert~ldng. 

vVe are often twitted for our fidelity to 
the Baptist faith. W·e ,s,tand four-square for 
New Testament principles, but we lo,yally 
Bupport all of our denomina,tiona.l ent,er­
prises. 

No two •States have given as much to 
the S0uthern Baptist Theologiical .Semi,1-
arv as Kentucky. 

There is a steady, healthy increase !J, 

cur gifts to Home and Foreign Missions. 
We set ·our goal in advanc,e of what it was 
the year previous and not cnly reach it, 

hut go beyond it. 

';\'e d-o not take much stock in uniu11 
meetings because they are inefficient aml 
their value and results are not sattsfac• 
tory. Dr. Thomas, a distinguished Meth­
odist mi,ntsiter of this city, said to me only 
yesterday that there were 12,000 couver-· 
sions reported in Gipsy Smith's meet'ng in 

St. Louis a few yea.rs ag.o and a little later 
not thref! hundred could be found in the 
evangeli.ca,l churches. 

The State Boards of Missio,ns am nearE,r 
the ch:urches and ought to be the collect, .. 
ing agents for all' of our Gene,ral Boards. 
The busines,s of the latter is to disburse the 
funds collected. 

Baptist affairs were never in better co,, . 
dition i-n our belcved State. Harmony an,l 
unity prevail. Our solidarity is unques­
tioneci. Let there he a united purpo-se to 
so develop and unify our resources ur: til 
we silall lead the entire 1South. This is 
our rightful place. To .date we are the 
only State that has given one,half her ap­
portionment .for Home and Foreign Mis­
si,ons. Three teams are w.orki-ng success­
fully in -our territory im the interest of the 
Judson Oentenntal Fund.

I.er me commend mtssions in the Sun­

day st:h,)ol, and suggest to teachers some­
thing ef the importance of this subject in 
their work. 

1. T!ie occasion affords the teacher op­
portunity to instruct the young and unin­
formed in a phase of Clhristian duty whic;1 
is essential to n:irmal Christia.n life. Chil­
dren and others ought to know .thp,t if they 
make pr0fessio!1 of religion and join the 
church, the missionary spirit and practic:,J 
missicnary s<Jrvice belong to church lifo. 
Missions in the Sunday school will insrr,·e 
missionaries and missionary support for the 
church. If we give ·tue children as meni­
l,ers cf a Sunday school instruction in the 
facts and motives of missions, they will 
personally, a.s church memhers, give them­
selves and their money to the cause o! 
missions Neglecl:ed instructton means 
neglected duty. 

~- Missio.r.,:1 in the Sunday school will 
help the teacher d,evelop in the child un­
selfishness and enlarge its sympathies. Tile 
Sunday school is a;bove all schools tlrn heart 
1'chool. Other schools put the emphasis 
upon tile tra.ining of the head or t,he hand,. 
'I'llf' Sunday scl10ol puts it upon the train­
ing of the heart. It arousP,s the right sen­
timents, motives, and impulses. Its pur­
J}OSc, j,, to make of the chlild 11. religious be­
ing, a true, useful, and e~emplary type ur 
the Cluistian. The task 11equires the de­
Yelopment of the broadest sympathie-s and 
humanities, ac1d a lesson on worldswide 

missions affords a teacher his best oppor­
tunity for this work. 

3. ln teaching missions in the Sunday 
:,chool, -the teacher .finds opportunity to 
multiply himself beyond tl:e individual 
whom he teaches, &nd the community in 
whici1 he -teaches, even to the utterrnost 
11arts of i.he world.

STATE MISSIONS FUNDAMENTAL. 

The first 1State Mission work was done 
in Massachusetts where to-day, by reason 
o.f emigratiorn and immigration, there is 
more need for it 1than at any time in the 
past. The character and re1ig.ious condi­
tions of the people is constantly changing. 

Yet lthe Northern 'Convention does nnt 
appreciate State .Missiorn.s as we do in the 
South. IAs a consequence the Staite ·Mi:,­
sionaries ,in Georgia and Kentucky last year 
haptiz•ed as many people as were baptized 
by the State Missionarj,es fa thi-rty-three 

· States of the !North. ,Several of their 
States report an actual loss in member­
ship while no such condttions p11evail wic'.1 
us. You will notice that those States 
which lead in Staite Mission work lead in 
gifts t.) Home and Foreign. 

The :plan and program fai,d down by our 
Saviour for •our missionary operations in­
cluded the State Missions as fundamental--
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".Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, Uttermost 
parts rof th.e ,vorld." No ,Stat,e has placed 
quite as much stress on ,StatC\ Missions as 
Texas. The results speak for thernselve3. 
They lead in :baptisms, churches organ­
iz•ed, church houses built Mid Sunday 
School and B. Y. P. U. work. They also 
lead in g.ifts to Horne and Fore,ign Missions, 
eclucation ·and benevolence. ·They have the 
largest orphana.g,e in America and have 
built m:Jre hospitals than a,ny .State in tlte 
Union. They have 1a splendid University 
Encl Colleges gala.re and a Tlrnologi.~al 
,:.;,minary, whose success has been without 
parallel The men lwho plannied and pusllecl 
State Mi,ssio-ns were •the ones who fostered 
and nurtured these other benevolences. 
'fhe more vigorous ltheir St.ate ::Vliss,i,on 
poli,~y the more aggressiv•e and su~cessful 
ltave th"ey been in other lines. 

l\f:uyland Baptists have never appre­
ciated tlrn value of State Missions and the:-,, 
ha,,e only 78 ChurclH•·s ,and 12,854 mernb.,rs. 

Their totaI increase last year was .only 
'.:95 Sta,te Missions is a thriUing •story 
marked by improvement, her.oisrn, patriot.­
ism a,nd achi·3vement. It has made mis­
!:ions a living force where s·elf-denying an<l 
courageous men built theirr 1lives into tlrn 
new States on the .fronUer OT are re­
mal<in~ the older ,S,h,tes into lthe Kingdom 
of God. State Missioins are tak~ng tit€ 
\Vest and the South-west for lthe Bapti8ts 
an.cl <'llnserving the Baptis,ts ideals in t'.1e 
1lcler State,s. 'I'h0 work they ,are cloincs, 
the pro,blems they are solving and the 
open dcors that await them is of deepest 
1ntf~re•st. 

The pi0neer preachC>rs in South Carolina, 
Georgia No:rtl1 !Carolina and Keintucky 
were thP. forerunnars of State Missions. 
They made long and dangerous journeys to 
preach in the criew s•ettlEments and to sonrn 
extent tak,e care of the religious dest.it;1-
tion 'I'l1cy were n-ot ease-lovers and they 
lieliev~~d that the crown would be given to 
1.lrnse who overcll.me. They endured lrnrd­
ness, thev swam streams, they suffere,l 
hunge.r. they were constantly in .danger 
from wild beasts and wi1der savages. 

Thei,r remuneration was insignificant. 
Like R>1ger Williams, they organized 
Churches and established Commonwealths 
bas.ea upon principle of absolute soul 
liberty. 

vVe can never repay our del>t of .grati­
tude to thes,e men of God wllo establishetl 
Lhe Baptist cause in every .Sta,te and hand­
er! down to us the glorious heritage which 
we now enjoy. But these ,spasmodic anrl. 
occasknal efforts •ev•en when fostered by 

churches and District Associations were 
not sufficient to meet the demands of a. 
growing po.pula.tion and to protect the 
churches from sc'.1isma,tics and propagators 
of heresy. 

The time had arrived for concerted, ag­
gressive acUon. Sta,te Conv-entions anJ 
State Beards came into exisistence when 
the anti-mi,ssion spirit was the strongest. 

The .State Board o.f .Miss.ions in Kentuc­
ky was organized ,in 1837 when our num 
ucrs il1au been greatly depleted by the 
tnroad of Cam.pbellism and Hardshellism. 
A,t once the cause began to prosper -and to­
day we 1iave in Kentucky 4.00,00·0 Baptists, 
though 90,00(! ·are colored and 50,000 a.re~ 
not afl-Uialecl. 

At fir;;t many opposed the organize:! 
work lest it might intrude on their liherty 
and independence. They do not do this 
hut thf'y fostJer the inter-dependence of all 
th<> churches. 

Stat<! Missions plant new churches . in 
~he destitution, orgar.ize,s Sunday Schools, 
helps to ·hons•e the h!omeleEs churches .an,l 
often aids in the sup.port of a pastor until 
the church becomes ,s,elf-susta.ining; help:s 
decadent a,nd discourr1.ged churches, co-n­
ducts mission work in :large oiJties, employs 
Evangelists, Oo-operativ•e Mission,aries, En­
listment Men a.ncl Colporteurs. It care.~ 
for the foreigners who come to live arnon:.; 
us. It cares for the miners in coal re~ions 
and mill people im cotton Sta;tes. It uses 
means to develop and enU.s,t backwar,l 
rhurche.s •It distributes denomtnationa.l 
literature and thus educa,tes the peopio q,; 

to our distinctive principals and conserves 
a healthy denomina,tional spirit. It dtstri­
hntes traieti:' 0111 doctrtlnes and mtssions.

My dear Brrother: 

I cerbainly rejo,ice with you in the ad­

vance step ULken by the State Board oE 

Kentucky. There are many arguments in 

favor of such a step and few against it, 

provided it be not spurred by .such an un­

usual enthusiasm as to be longer ,than the 

States are able to continue from year to 

year without too much tire or- discourage­

ment. 

Debt to the denomination is a whole Jot 

like malaria in one's system. R induces 

sub-normal temperMure, melancholia, lassi­

tud€, bad taste in the mouth, indifferent 

digestion, and opens the door for all kinds 

of chronic complaints. If your pl1an results 

in the depression and an.xi1ety suffered by 
our general agencies being .transferred to 
our State Boards and making them the cen­
ters of the malaria, I am oppos·ed to it. 
But if, on the other hand, as should be 
hoped by everyone of us, it results •in reg­
ular, systematic a.nd proportionate benev­
olence, as we are trydmg to get, then I am 
for it with all my heart. I am satisfi.ed 
that many of our States would not adopt 
it if they had to shoulder the interest on 
delayed payments at t!1eir present rate. 
However, we shiall see what we ,shall se,e. 

At Memphis I sug,gested a subject for 
discussion at the next mee-ting ior the State 
Secretaries, but in a bunglesom€ W!ly. 1 t 
was concerning the separat-i-on of our ap­
peals for evangelism and educational work 
in our foreign mission operations. I be­
lieve this subject should be discussed, his­
torically, in its presenrt; status and what. is 
likely to be the outcome if we continue to 
make one appeal fo,r two distinct objects 
in nur foreign work. 

The question might be sta,ted in one or 
two ways: "Should the deniomination con­
tinue its -single appeal to the churches for 
evangelism and education in foreign work?" 
Or "Should money given in response to the 
foreign mission ap.peal be spent in educa­
tional work in non-Christian !,ands?" One
